A Cautions for Safety

Before flying your airplane, ensure the
airfield is spacious enough. Always
fly it outdoors in safe areas with no
debris or obstacles!

Ensure the spinner and propeller are
securely installed.

If the airplane begins to operate by
itself, somebody else is on your fre-
quency. Do not attempt to operate
it under such condition for you may
lose of control of it.

Fill the fuel tank.

Bring your airplane to a halt by
lowering the throttle trim.

Move the sticks on your transmitter
to ensure that all controls move
according to your inputs and the
way you adjusted them.
